· Michele McCutchen, Chapter President, called the meeting to order and welcomed the attendees.  In honor of North American Occupational Safety and Health (NAOSH) week lunch was provided by the chapter. 
· Ronnie Freeman gave the invocation.
· Ms. McCutchen began a roundtable by having everyone to state their name, job title, and what position, if any, they hold in the chapter.

· Ms. McCutchen introduced and welcomed new members to the Low Country Chapter: Randy Cooper, Michael Furr, Margaretta Grimm, Silvia Judy, Jared Prast, and Anthony Cervino.
· Ms. McCutchen informed the chapter that the minutes will be viewed on the website as soon as the technical difficulties are addressed.  Hard copies are available at the meeting.
· Jane Lyons, Past President and Membership Chair, made a motion to approve the March 2008 minutes as written.  Sue Ivey, Past President, seconded the motion.

· The membership surveys are due.  The chapter year comes to an end on June 30th.  The chapter was trying to use Zoomerang, an online survey provider, but it didn’t go as planned.  Hard copies were issued at the meeting.  President McCutchen asked attendees to fill out the surveys and return it to her via fax, email or mail no later than May 30th .

· President McCutchen provided a brief summary of the Spring PDC held at Trident Technical College on April 11th. Barbara Eggers-Parker was the host. The chapter made a profit of $1,500 plus. The feedback from participants are as follows: 1= Low (Poor) and 5 = High (Great) Overall the chapter received a 4.63 for the entire conference; presenters – 4.79; The Art of Injury Reduction – 4.88;  Crisis Management Planning Tools – 4.5;  and NFPA 70E – 4.69.  
· NAOSH week was celebrated from May 4 – 10, 2008.  May 7, 2008 was Occupational Health and Safety Professional Day. The chapter provided safety t-shirts to the executive committee members at no cost.  Extra t-shirts will be given as door prizes. The t-shirts, posters, and pens were sent from ASSE Headquarters.

· This morning, Michele McCutchen and Jayne Carswell, “attended” the Regional Operating Committee meeting via web conference.  One change that was discussed is the STAR program.  The committee is trying to make the tracking a little easier than it has been.

· The next ROC meeting is the week of July 14, 2008. This will be a web conference and officer training will be included.  Ms McCutchen also stated that there will be an officer’s training class for the Low Country Chapter in July 2008.
